NAPLAN – 2014 
Next Term students in Year 3 and 5 will sit the 
National Assessments in Literacy and Numeracy 
(NAPLAN).  The dates for this year’s NAPLAN tests are; 
Tuesday 13th May – Language Conventions 
(Grammar, Spelling and Punctuation) and Writing 
Wednesday 14th May – Reading 
Thursday 15th May – Numeracy 
Mrs Lewis will be supervising both Year 3 and 5 
students during the testing period.  NAPLAN gives 
both parents and the school a ‘snapshot’ of where 
each child is sitting in areas of Literacy and Numeracy 
and is a valuable diagnostic tool for teachers.  Friday 

16th May is allocated as a catch up day if students are 
absent.  We will be doing practice papers next Term to 
get children familiarised with the testing format and 
to try and make them feel as comfortable as possible 
when sitting the Assessments.
